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The purpose of performing a product choice analysis is to show that the best choice of chemical is used. 
A product choice analysis must be carried out before using Class B, BETA and C chemicals[footnoteRef:1]. If you are using your own template for product choice analysis, it must contain what is stated in this template. The product choice analysis must be saved in the designated document storage location and displayed to the customer upon request, e.g. for audits.  [1: ] 


The product choice analysis must be performed by a person who has the relevant skills and training and is responsible for the accuracy of the information.

 If the chemical has been classified as Group A in Svenska kraftnät's or the Swedish Transport Administration's chemicals management system, is registered in the BASTA register or is exempt from review, a product choice analysis is not needed. 
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
